RES. # 20-24 A Resolution authorizing the approval of the minutes of the remote meeting of the Troy Housing Authority held on Wednesday, July 15, 2020.  Minutes will be reviewed by board members, modified if needed, and then approved by the Board.

RES. # 20-25 A Resolution approving a contract extension for Housing Quality Standards Inspection Services with McCright & Associates.  On October 1, 2018 McCright & Associates began completing Housing Quality Standards (HQS) Inspections after being competitively selected to perform these services with a two year contract term and the option for the Troy Housing Authority to extend for two additional years.  After considering alternative the staff of the Troy Housing Authority are seeking board approval to exercise the option to extend the contract term with McCright & Associates for two additional years.

RES. # 20-26 A Resolution authorizing the Executive Director to enter into a contract with Albany Elevator to upgrade the elevators at Kennedy Towers.  Elevators at Kennedy Towers are in need of upgrading and Albany Elevator has been selected by staff from the NYS Contract Vendor list for Elevator Maintenance and Services to replace the Elevator Controls for $188,000.00 and add a HEPA air filtration system to each car for $5,000.00.  Board approval is needed due to the amount of the contract. 

RES. # 20-27 A Resolution authorizing the Executive Director to write off the outstanding balances of vacated residents accounts receivable balances that have been deemed uncollectable as of August 26, 2020.  Some residents who have vacated their apartment in recent months have left remaining balances that are presently uncollectable and need to be written off in order to clear the accounts receivables balances.  These balances are added to the Debts Owed database administered by HUD.  Should any of these former tenants seek assistance from any housing authority their application will not be processed until the debt owed is paid to the Troy Housing Authority. Board approval is needed to write off these balances.
