RESOLUTION DESCRIPTIONS

RES. # 20-19 A Resolution authorizing the approval of the minutes of the remote meeting of the Troy Housing Authority held on Wednesday, June 3, 2020.  Minutes will be reviewed by board members, modified if needed, and then approved by the Board.
RES. # 20-20 A Resolution approving the certification of the 2020 Tenant Commissioner Elections.  Nominating petitions for the 2020 Tenant Commissioner Election have been received.  Upon review of the nominating petitions the Clerk of the Election has requested that the Board of Commissioners Certify the Election.
RES. # 20-21 A Resolution approving the selection of  Duvernay + Brooks  & Calogero Partners as New York State Preservation Opportunity Consultants and to authorize the execution of a scope of work.  The Troy Housing Authority applied for and received a New York State Preservation Opportunity Program (NYS POP) Grant from Enterprise Community Partners.  Through this grant program the Housing Authority is able to select a consulting firm from a pre-vetted list of consultants provided by Enterprise Community Partners and develop a Scope of Work that will lead to a preservation and improvement plan for Troy Housing Authority properties.  The Board is being asked to approve the selection of Duvernay + Brooks  & Calogero Partners and the negotiated Scope of Work. 
RES. # 20-22 A Resolution approving a significant amendment to the 2020 Agency Plan.  Previously the Troy Housing Authority had obtained approval from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development to demolish Buildings 1 and 2 of the John P. Taylor Apartments and this has been expressed in the Agency Plan for several years.  In working with a development partner, Pennrose, LLC, it has been determined that a more efficient course of action is to transfer this property to a new entity to handle the demolition process.  This requires amending the approved Demolition Application to include Disposition (transfer to another entity).  This is considered a Significant Amendment to the Agency Plan and requires Board Approval.
RES. # 20-23 A Resolution Authorizing an Agreement with The Ark, Inc. to Utilize the Fallon Rainbow Center for Programming.  The Ark, Inc. has been utilizing the Fallon Rainbow Center for the past several years to operate after school and summer educational enrichment programs for children in the community, and free programming for children living in Troy Housing Authority apartments.  In years past this has been approved by the Board at the start of each program cycle.  Upon approval of the Board this resolution allows for on-going programming as long as it is beneficial to the Troy Housing Authority.
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
